It’s fantastic to be hosting this event at the South 
Pine Sports Complex, in the Moreton Bay region of 
Greater Brisbane. The Moreton Bay region has seen 
some incredible Australian rules football participation 
growth over the past five years. Just this last year 
we experienced a 29% increase in NAB AFL Auskick 
participation among boys and girls, and a 21% increase 
in females players across junior, youth and senior 
competitions.  

In Queensland this year, AFL Wheelchair participation 
has seen an impressive 140% growth. This increase is 
attributed to the introduction of new programs such as 
social play and Auskick, alongside the expansion of the 
Queensland Wheelchair Football League. Additionally, 
inclusion football continues to thrive, achieving year-on-
year growth. 

The 2024 Toyota AFL Open wouldn’t be possible without 
the ongoing and incredible support of our Premier Partner, 
Toyota. As naming rights partner, Toyota continue to show 
their dedication to accessibility and inclusivity, and we are 
proud to partner with them to bring this event to life.

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WHEELCHAIR AFL
ABOUT WHEELCHAIR AFL 
Players are assigned to the position of either a 
defender, midfielder or forward, with the forwards 
the only players who can score. Like AFL Nines, 
tackling occurs by touching a player in possession 
either on their body or wheelchair. There is no 
kicking of the ball – a handball is equivalent to a 
kick. An underarm throw below shoulder height is 
comparable to a handball.   

IDENTIFYING PLAYERS 
Each player will wear coloured wristbands to 
identify their playing positions. 
RED: Defender (Can only move in centre and back 
zones) 
YELLOW: Centre (Can move in all zones) 
BLUE: Forward (Can move within the forward and 
centre zones)

CLOSING CEREMONY & AWARDS

Every year we select an All-Australian team made up of 16 Players and 1 
Head Coach for the Inclusion League and 10 Players and 1 Head Coach for 
the Wheelchair League. They will receive a certificate and an All-Australian 
guernsey to recognise their achievement. The All-Australian team is a 
representative team that is selected from all participants in the AFL Open, 
it is the highest honour available in the AFL Disability Inclusion Pathways, 
therefore it represents a massive achievement.
  
Coaches will submit votes of their own team after each Group Match. The 
coaches will also vote for the All-Australian Coach from the tournament. 

After the last game on the 26th of November there will be a Closing Ceremony along with our awards 
presentation. This informal event will be held at the South Pines Sports Complex immediately following 
the last game. We will have special guests to present the awards and premiership medals to the 
athletes. This will be the final event of the Toyota AFL Open for 2024.
